Number of nights:

You may stay from 1 to 13 nights, but the nights
reserved must be consecutive. The length of stay
may be extended after arrival, but not beyond
August 16, 2014.

Registration deadline:
July 17, 2014 (firm deadline)

Payment:

All charge are due at check-in. Acceptable
forms of payment are: cash, MasterCard, Visa,
American Express, Discover, Traveler’s checks, or
USC internal requisition. Personal checks are not
accepted.

Refund policy:
No refunds for nights reserved but not used.

Parking (within the complex):

Permits available for purchase upon check-in at
the Cardinal Gardens Customer Service Center
fro $10 per day or $35 per week.

Accommodations:

One or two bedroom apartments with private
baths; each bedroom has two beds, with a
capacity of one or two guests per room.

Apartments can be shared and families are
welcome. At least one USC student must stay in
each bedroom. Apartments will be assigned by
USC Housing and may not be changed.

Rental Option 1

$45 per person per night + 14% LA City bed
tax for two people per room in a one bedroom
apartment

Rental Option 2

$75.00 per room per night + 14% LA City bed
tax for one person per room in a one or two
bedroom apartment

Rental Option 3

$140.00 per apartment per night + 14% LA City
bed tax for an entire two bedroom apartment.
